Disposal of the old air conditioner

1.The power connection for air conditioner
has to be done at the main power
distribution.This distribution has to be of a
low impedance.Normally the required
impedance is reached at a 32A fusing point.
2.No other equipment has to be connected
to this power line.

3.For the details installation acceptance
please refer to your contract with the power
supplier,if restrictions do apply for products
like washing machines,air conditioners or
electrical ovens.

It is harmful to your health in summer to go frequently in and out of places where temp.
difference is above 7°C. Temp. difference of 3-5°C will remove your fatigue.

More than this, unit's load can be reduced and power consumption cut down as well. So, you'd
better set a temp. diff of 3-5°C between indoor and outdoor temp. in COOL mode.
